	Nature of support  2011/12

	Pupil Premium is allocated to schools on the basis of the number of qualifying pupils.  In 2011/12 the pupil premium has been allocated to those pupils eligible for free school meals (FSM). Mr Gove said that this indicator was chosen because “it directly targets pupils and because the link between FSM eligibility and low attainment is strong”.
The school has based its spending on research undertaken by the Sutton Trust based on research from thousands of studies.  This shows that the best strategies for improving pupil performance are those which are focused on providing effective feedback on pupils' performance, encouraging students to think about their own learning strategies, and getting pupils to learn from each other.
The school has invested heavily in ‘Assertive Mentoring’ a system of assessment and feedback with the premise that pupils learn best when they:

Understand what they are trying to learn’
Are given feedback about their work

Are shown how to make it better

Are fully involved in the process



	Curriculum focus of PPG spending 2013/14

	The aim of the spending of PPG has been to raise the attainment of qualifying pupils and other disadvantaged groups in relation to other pupils to ‘close the gap’.  During this academic year there has been a particular focus on writing and maths which are whole school improvement priorities.  Pupils who were significantly behind age related expectations in Maths have been targeted through the Numbers Count intervention their progress being tracked through pre and post intervention measures. 
Assertive mentoring was used in these subjects to give pupils support in understanding and meeting their target.  Teachers were released for 2 days per half term for one to one meetings with pupils.  Research has shown (Sutton Trust Toolkit) that specific feedback to and target setting with pupils is a low cost high impact strategy for raising pupil outcomes.  A range of pastoral interventions were identified for particularly vulnerable pupils to improve their attitudes and dispositions for learning. 


	Measuring the impact of PPG spending


An average of 4 APS progress has been set for all core pupils, but in Pupil Progress Review meetin

	gs qualifying pupils have been clearly identified and their progress closely tracked and interventions have been put in place as required.  In all year groups, apart from Reception and Y4, pupils who qualify for PPG out perform their peers in reading, writing and maths.

All year groups apart from Y3 are on track to be above the floor standard for Reading, writing and maths combined by the end of the academic year.

Progress from the end of EYFS to the end of KS1 is good with improved outcomes in Y2 SATS predicted.

In Reading, Writing and Maths over 90% of pupils had made more than expected progress by Easter from the end of KS1.

Progress and attainment in writing lags behind that in Reading and Maths.
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
